Nuts

Please check the ingredients listed on the pack for any 
food item that your child will be bringing to school. It 
is also important to let relatives or carers know as well 
as sometimes they might be getting lunches organised 
instead of you. Thank you for your support in helping 
us to keep children safe at school.
